Truly indulge your passion for the ocean on this voyage of
discovery, that will see you crossing the Tropic of Capricorn as
you sail along the breathtaking Western Australian coastline from
Monkey Mia, through Shark Bay, past the cliffs of Cape Cuvier
and the Ningaloo Marine Park to the North West Cape. Explore
the tranquility of some of the world’s most pristine marine
environments, swimming and snorkeling the tropical waters
among coral reefs and seagrass meadows. Learn of the
management strategies in place that keep the region protected,
and participate in conservation activities conducted throughout
your time on board.

On this voyage, Leeuwin Il will cross the Tropic of Capricorn as she sails along the
breathtaking coastline from Monkey Mia to Ningaloo Marine Park and the North West Cape.
Explore this pristine marine environment where whales, dolphins, dugongs and whale
sharks are common sights.

Day 1: Monkey Mia, Shark Bay

Take a tour with local Aboriginal elder Darren Capes on your arrival in Monkey Mia and
orient yourself with the natural and cultural history of the region. Board Leeuwin Il on the
brilliant blue waters of Shark Bay. You'll Ind that the dolphins not only "ock to the beach,
but swim close around the ship as she sits peacefully at anchor.

Day 2: Turtle Bay, Dirk Hartog Island

Learn the fundamentals of sailing a square rigged vessel as Leeuwin Il makes her way to
Turtle Bay on Dirk Hartog Island. Walk across Cape Inscription to the historic lighthouse and
the point at which Dirk Hartog made the !rst recorded European landing on WA soil.

Day 3-5: Bateman Bay and Norwegian Bay

Sail from Turtle Bay along the treacherous cliffs and coral reefs of the Upper Gascoyne
region. Anchor the protected Bateman Bay, within Ningaloo Marine Park, and swim and
snorkel with the coral reef marine life. At Norwegian Bay, hear the history of the old whaling
station, and snorkel on the remains of the "ensing deck, where marine life has now taken
over.

Day 6: Serrurier Island

Sail into the profusion of islands off North West Cape and visit the stunning Serrurier Island.
From vantage points high in the ship’s rigging you can enjoy a bird’s eye view of the stunning
collection of islands.

Day 7. Exmouth
Weigh anchor in the morning for your last day’s sailing aboard Leeuwin Il. On arrival off
Exmouth, enjoy a last soiree with your fellow shipmates.

Day 8: Exmouth
Depart ship in Exmouth, and say goodbye to Leeuwin Il and her crew.



Kimberley Eco Voyage

24 August - 1 September 2008 Broome to Broome
8 nights $2800

Discowver the natural wonders and spectacular vistas of one
of the most remote and ancient landscapes left in the world
today. Be overwhelmed by the breathtaking contrasts

of rich, red cliffs plunging into the azure ocean. Come face
to face with the salt water crocodile, once almost hunted to
extiinction but now a true icon of the region. Participate in
conservation activities designed to educate and assist with
the management of the region’s wilderness values. You will
be swept away by the romance and grandeur of sailing a
traditionally rigged tall ship to locations off the beaten track.

On titns weyyage | eeawinii Wilvdbgalbat of Broome and explore the beautiful Kimberley
locations to the northeast that lie just out of reach of the land-based traveller. Experience
not only the stunning scenery, but also learn about the area’s cultural heritage and see
some of the northwest’s timeless indigenous artwork.

Day Day 1: Broome

1 Join Leeuwin Il in beautiful Broome, where you will see the iconic Cable Beach from a
sailor's perspective, and begin to learn the ropes used to sail a traditionally rigged tall
ship.

Day Day 2-3: Cape Leveque/Sunday Island
2.3 Sail to Cape Leveque and go ashore with a local indigenous guide at either Sunday Island
or the cape itself. Swim in one of the few safe beach areas of the Kimberley coast.

Day Day 4: Crocodile Creek

4 Anchor off Crocodile Creek, where you'll take a short ride in the ship’s boats up this
stunning, pristine inlet. Enjoy an invigorating fresh water swim in the rock pools above the
creek, out of reach of the tide and crocodiles.

Day Day 5-6: Raft Point and Silvergull Creek

5-6 At Raft Point you will have the opportunity to see some truly awe-inspiring indigenous
artwork, at a location that is virtually inaccessible except by sea. Continue on to Silvergull
Creek, which offers a completely different type of cultural experience with the locals.

Day Day 7-8: Sailing

7-8 Having explored some of the magnilcent secluded spots along this stretch of Kimberley
coastline, enjoy a relaxed sail back towards Broome. Anchor off Cable Beach on your last
evening aboard and enjoy a glass of wine or beer with your new friends and ship mates.

Day Day 9: Broome
9 Depart Leeuwin Il in the historic pearling town of Broome.
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The Leeuwin |l offers a truly unique opportunity to experience all of this, and more.
She is the only youth sail training ship in Australia that includes a choice of exciting
Eco Discovery Voyages for active and adventurous adults in her annual sailing program.
These are voyages with a strong focus on the natural and cultural heritage values of the
stunning, remote and rugged coastlines of Western Australia and the Northern Territory.

Whether you choose magical Ningaloo, the breathtaking Kimberley. You will see it
all—in comfort and safety—from the perspective of the early European explorers. Ever
step of the way you will be guided not only by on board specialists and visiting guest speak-
ers, but also by our experienced crew, who will help you to ‘learn the ropes'—literally#—o
square rigged sailing.

Most participants who come aboard
have no prior sailing experience, so please don’'t worry. Safety at sea is paramount to us,
and the !rst few hours are always spent familiarising you with the ship and the
fundamentals of sailing her.
